Examples of the Early Church
In the book of Acts, we read of many accounts where the disciples of Jesus baptised

believersin obedience to the command of the Lord Jesus Christ. What step is necessary
before someone is baptised in the Name of Jesus Christ?

In Ac 19:1-6, two forms of water baptism are mentioned. Firstly, John the Baptist’s
baptism of repentance for sins, Mat 3:6, and secondly, baptism in the Name of Jesus. At
this Christian baptism into Christ, of the 12 followers of Jesus, v5, what happened as they
were prayed for?

All the references in the Bible on water baptism imply that thisis for people who have
believed in, and received, the Lord Jesus Christ as their personal Lord and Saviour. The
basic qualification for water baptism is a deliberate act of faith in, and adecision to hand
our lives over to the Lord. Once we have done this we immediately qualify for baptism.
The book of Acts gives many instances where people received water baptism
immediately after they repented of their sins and received the Lord Jesus Christ as their
Saviour.

M ode of Baptism
The word “baptise” means to “dip, immerse, make fully covered,” and all the references
in the Bible imply that people were fully immersed in water.
